Call to order:  By Barbara Deters, Board President, at 6pm 

  

New Business:  Discussion of requests to remove, relocate, and/or label certain books in the Young Adult section. 

  

Mrs. Deters described the timeline of events leading up to tonight's meeting.  

Ms. Geidel presented a Power Point slide show re: the layout of the library and where the young adult materials, both fiction and non-fiction are shelved. 

  

Deborah Caldwell-Stone,acting director of the American Library Association's Office for Intellectual Freedom in Chicago discussed Wisconsin statutes related to obscenity and pornography issues, and described the Children's Internet Protection Act.  She also described organizations around the country, such as Safe Libraries and PFox, that have formed to present challenges to libraries regarding their collections.    


Mrs. Deters then turned the program over to those in the audience who had signed up to speak.  Each speaker was allowed 2 minutes.  There were 61 people, both West Bend residents and non-residents who had signed up to speak.  59 people representing both sides of the issue spoke.  

  

After 2.5  hrs, a 10 minute break was taken. 

  

The following motion was then made by P. Geidel, and seconded by J. Aynesworth:  "I move that the Young Adult Literature collection of the WBCML be maintained without removing, relocating, labeling, or otherwise restricting access to it." 

  

8 of the 9 board members made statements re: the issue. 

  

The vote was unanimous, 9-0 to maintain the young adult collection as it stands.
